It may not yet be proven in the marketplace but an understanding of the potential market must be demonstrated. The product or service could include hardware, software, services – such as training or support, telecommunications, new techniques or any similar innovation. Innovation may consist of a unique combination of technologies that have been combined for the first time.

Nominations should be for innovation developed or delivered predominantly from within Queensland or for an organisation based within this State.

Finalists in this category will be announced at the Awards.

Each criterion should be 250 words at a maximum.

Keywords

Criterion 2:  Differentiation from existing solutions (250 words maximum) Weight 20 out of 100.
Compare and contrast your application with the current market offerings.

	


Criterion 3:  Potential market (250 words maximum) Weight 20 out of 100.
Applicants should clearly describe the potential market for their product or service.  This may include geographical, industry segments or sectors of the community.
	


Criterion 4:  Benefits to users (250 words maximum) Weight 15 out of 100.
Applicants should describe the features of their product or service and how these features will benefit either users or the community. If the benefits have been measured, these results should be included. The use of graphs and testimonials will strengthen your application.
	


Criterion 5:  Difficulty or complexity (250 words maximum) Weight 10 out of 100.
Applicants should clearly describe the complexity of their product or service. This may include the difficulty of scaling the application or services both in range of features and size or reach of coverage.  What sets it apart from its competitors? What internal/external dependencies or intricacies exist upon which its performance relies or relied?
	


Criterion 6:  Present and future practical application (250 words maximum) Weight 10 out of 100.
The present and future practical applications of the product or service to the industry and community should be described.  This may include any social, technical, environmental or financial benefits.
