Criterion 3:  Effectiveness of the Solution (250 words maximum) Weight 20 out of 100.
Applicants should describe how well the outcomes of the Project have met or satisfied the original objectives and scope, including any user benefits. If effectiveness has been measured, those results should be included. The use of graphs and testimonials will strengthen your application.

	


Criterion 4:  Methodology and Documentation (250 words maximum) Weight 15 out of 100.
The methodology used for the Project should be described including any creative or new processes that were developed for the Project.  The documentation or presentation of the results or outcomes of the Project should be described.

	


Criterion 5:  Complexity (250 words maximum) Weight 15 out of 100.
Applicants should clearly describe the complexity of their Project. What sets it apart from other projects? What internal/external dependencies or intricacies exist upon which its performance relies or relied?
