Keywords

Applicants should describe where their application demonstrates novelty or is an industry “first”.  Compare and contrast your product or project with the current market offerings.  Innovation may consist of a unique combination of technologies that have been combined for the first time.

	


Criterion 4:  Benefits to Users and the Effectiveness of Solution (250 words maximum) Weight 15 out of 100.
Applicants should describe the features of their products and the user benefits. If effectiveness has been measured, those results should be included. The use of graphs and testimonials will strengthen your application.

	


Criterion 5:  User Acceptance and Support (250 words maximum) Weight 15 out of 100.
User acceptance and support may be demonstrated through the inclusion of testimonials, evidence of takeup, case studies, graphs showing adoption over time, re-sale figures, etc.
